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AGREEMENT
ON MUTUAL JUDICIAL ASSISTANCE IN CIVIL MATTERS
BETWEEN
THE KINGDOM OF CAMBODIA
AND
THE SOCIALIST REPUBLIC OF VIET NAM

The Kingdom of Cambodia and the Socialist Republic of Viet Nam
(hereinafter referred to as “the Party” individually or "the Parties" collectively),
Desiring to strengthen the mutual judicial assistance between the Parties in
civil matters on the basis of respect for sovereignty, equality and mutual benefit,
Have agreed as follows:

~ CHAPTERI
GENERAL PROVISIONS

Article 1
Scope of the Mutual Judicial Assistance

1. The Parties shall afford each other, in accordance with the provisions of this
Agreement, mutual judicial assistance in the following civil matters:

i) Service of judicial and extra-judicial documents;

ii) Taking and transferring of evidence;

iii) Summons of witnesses and experts;

1v) Recognition and enforcement of the court judgments and decisions and
arbitral awards as provided for in Chapter V of this Agreement,

v) Exchange of legal information and documents relating to mutual judicial
assistance; transfer of civil status documents;

vi) Other requests for mutual judicial assistance.

2. Unless otherwise provided, the term "civil" in this Agreement shall include
civil, marriage and family, business, commercial and labor matters.

3. Unless otherwise provided, the term “competent authorities” in this
Agreement shall mean the courts and other authorities which have competence to
handle civil matters in accordance with the law of the concerned Party.
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Article 2
Judicial Protection

1. Nationals of one Party shall, in the territory of the other Party, enjoy
the same judicial protections of personal and property rights as nationals of the
other Party, have the right to access and exercise procedural rights before the court
and other competent authorities having jurisdiction over civil matters of the other
i Party under the same conditions accorded to the nationals of the other Party.

2 2. The provisions of paragraph 1 of this Article shall also apply to legal
persons and other organizations established in the territory of either Party in
accordance with its national law.

3. Onc Party shall not delay without due cause any legal proceedings in
which nationals of the other Party are involved.

Article 3
Exemption from or Reduction of Court Fees and Legal Aid

1. Nationals of one Party shall have the right to enjoy exemption from or
reduction of court fees and free legal aid in the territory of the other Party under
the same conditions and standards applied to the nationals of that other Party.

2. If the exemption from or reduction of court fees and free legal aid are
granted on the basis of the income level and/or property status of the applicant, the
certificate on the income level and/or property status of the applicant shall be
issued by the competent authority of the Party in whose territory the applicant has

3. Nationals of one Party may apply for exemption from or reduction of court
fees and free legal aid in accordance with paragraph 1 of this Article to the

4. The competent authority responsible for the decision on the application for
exemption from or reduction of court fees and free legal aid may require additional

information from the applicant.
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Article 4
Exemption from Advanced Payment for Court Charges

Nationals, legal persons and other organizations of each Party shall be
exempted from any advanced payment for court charges in accordance with

national law of the Party where the court sits. :
The term “court charges” in this Article includes any court fees and other

charges payable to the State in accordance with the law of the Party where the
court sits.

Article 5
Channels of Communication

1. The Parties shall communicate, including sending judicial assistance
requests under this Agreement directly through their respectively designated -
Central Authorities. .

2. The Central Authority for the Socialist Republic of Viet Nam is the
Ministry of Justice of the Socialist Republic of Viet Nam and the Central Authority
for the Kingdom of Cambodia is the Ministry of Justice of the Kingdom of
Cambodia.

3. Each Party shall promptly inform the other Party of any change of its
Central Authority through diplomatic channels.

4. This Agreement shall not prevent the Parties from sending requests for
mutual judicial assistance through diplomatic channels.

Article 6
Language

- 1. Language for communication between Central Authorities of the Parties

shall be English. ‘

2. The requests for mutual judicial assistance and any other documents
attached therewith which are drawn up under this Agreement shall be accompanied
by a duly certified translation into the official language of the Requested Party or
into English.

3. The replies to the requests for mutual judicial assistance and any other
document attached therewith shall be made in the official language of the

Requested Party.

Costs of Mutual Judicial Assistance

The Parties shall provide each other free of charge mutual judicial assistance,

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2. If the Requested Party finds that the information in the request for mutual
judicial assistance is insufficient for the execution thereof, the Requested Party
shall ask for further necessary information.

3. The request for mutual judicial assistance and accompanied documents that
comply with the language requirements provided for in paragraph 2, Article 6 must
be in three (03) copies, signed, sealed and sent by the competent authorities of the
Requesting Party to the Requested Party.

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Article 9
Execution of Request for Mutual Judicial Assistance

1. The Requested Party shall execute requests for mutual judicial assistance in
accordance with its national law.

2. The Requested Party may execute requests for mutual judicial assistance in
a specific manner requested by the Requesting Party if such execution is not
contrary to the law of the Requested Party.

3. A request for mutual judicial assistance shall be executed expeditiously
within one hundred fifty (150) days from the date of receiving the request. In case
of delay with legitimate reasons, the Requested Party shall promptly inform the
Requesting Party.

Article 10
Refusal or Postponement of Execution of Request
for Mutual Judicial Assistance

1. If the Requested Party considers that the execution of mutual judicial
assistance would prejudice its sovereignty, security, public order, fundamental
principles of its law, or the assistance sought does not fall within the functions of
its competent authorities, it may refuse the request. The Requested Party shall
inform the Requesting Party of the reasons for the refusal within thirty (30)
working days from the date of receiving the request.

2. The execution of a request for mutual judicial assistance may be postponed
if the Requested Party finds that the immediate execution of the request is likely to
impede its ongoing investigation or prosecution in the territory of the Requested
Party. The Requested Party shall inform the Requesting Party of the reasons of the
postponement within thirty (30) working days from the date of receiving the

. request.
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Article 11
Exemption from Legalization

1. Public documents and papers that are issued or certified by the competent
authorities of either Party and transferred through mutual judicial assistance
channel under provisions of Article 5 of this Agreement shall not be subject to any
legalization requirement.

2. Notwithstanding the paragraph 1 of this Article, if there is reasonable
suspicion on the signature, status of the signing person, or the identification of the

seal or stamp, the competent authority of a Party may request the Central Authority
of the other Party issuing these documents or papers to verify the authenticity of
these documents or papers. The request for such verification shall only be made in

Execution of Mutual Judicial Assistance for Multiple Requests

1. Where the Requested Party receives two or more requests for mutual
judicial assistance on the same matter, the Requested Party shall decide which
request shall be executed.

"2. In order to decide which request shall be executed, the Requested Party
shall take into account all relevant circumstances, particularly:

i) The date on which the request was received;

ii) The nature of the matter requested;

iii) The effect of the execution of a request on the execution of other requests;

iv) The time required for the execution of the request.

3. The Requested Party shall inform promptly the Requesting Party of the

existence of multiple requests relating to the same matter and its decision.
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CHAPTER II
SERVICE OF DOCUMENTS

Article 13
Request for Service of Documents and
Execution of Request for Service of Documents

1. The competent authorities of a Party shall, through chamels of
communication as provided for in Article 5 of this Agreement, request the
competent authorities of the other Party to serve judicial and extra-judicial
documents. The request for service of judicial and extra-judicial documents shall
be subject to Article 8 of this Agreement.

2. The Requested Party shall, upon request, serve judicial and extra-judicial
documents in gecordance with ite national law,

3. The Requested Party, after serving the documents, shall send to the
Requesting Party a certificate or other documents proving the service of documents
or notify the Requesting Party of the reasons that prevent full or partial execution
of a request for mutual judicial assistance. A copy of the certificate or the other
documents may, upon request, be sent by fax or email before the original is sent by
post.

The certificate or other documents proving the service of documents shall
specify the name of the person receiving documents, the date, place and method of
service, the signature and seal of the serving authority.

Article 14
Service of Documents on Own Nationals

The competent authoritics of a Party may serve documents on their own
nationals who reside in the territory of the other Party through their diplomatic
mission or consular posts located in the other Party. The service of documents
must be conducted in the manner compatible with the law of the other Party.
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CHAPTER 111
TAKING AND TRANSFERRING OF EVIDENCE

Article 15
Request for Taking and Transferring of Evidence

A request for taking and transferring of evidence, in addition to the
requirements of Article 8 of this Agreement, shall also include the following
particulars:

1. The requested evidence to be transferred;

2. The questions to be answered by the examined persons and the description
of legal cases involved;

3. The documents or objects to be examined;

4, Special measures to be applied or special procedures to be followed in
taking of evidence (if any).

Article 16
Execution of Request for Taking and Transferring of Evidence

1. Upon request, the Parties shall assist each other in taking and transferring of
evidence, and performing necessary procedural acts in order to take and transfer
the evidence.

2. The Requested Party shall notify in written form the Requesting Party the
results of the execution of il request for luking and transferring of evidence
accompanied with the requested evidence and documents to that effect; or notify
the Requesting Party of the reasons preventing full or partial execution of the
request.

Article 17
Taking of Evidence from Own Nationals

The competent authorities of a Party may take evidences from its own
nationals who reside in the territory of the other Party by their diplomatic mission
or consular posts located in the other Party. The taking of evidence must be
conducted in the manner compatible with the law of the other Party.

2. The summons shall be sent to the Requested Party not later than 90 days
prior to the date on which the summoned person must appear before the competent
authorities of the Requesting Party.

3. The summons shall specify conditions for acting as a witness or an expert
and commitment to protect the witness' or expert's life and health, and to provide
him or her with travel, meal and accommodation expenses, and the payable
expenditures, conditions and time for their payment.

4. The Requested Party shall serve the summons on the person concerned and
notify the Requestmg Party whether the summoned person has agreed to the

request.
